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The first observance of Father's Day Is
believed to have been held on June 13, 1910
through the effort of Mrs. Dodd of Spokane,

Washington.
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After listening to a church sermon at Spokane's
Central Methodist Episcopal Church in 1909 about
the newly recognized Mother's Day, Mrs. Dodd felt
strongly that fatherhood needed recognition, as
well. Several attempts failed to make Father’s Day a
national holiday.
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In 1966, President Lyndon Johnson issued the first
presidential proclamation honoring fathers,
designating the third Sunday in June as Father's
Day. Six years later, the day was made a permanent

national holiday when President Richard Nixon
signed it into law in 1972.
